This is the time of year that I get many par-
ents asking if their child is ready for school. 
There are many factors that go into answer-
ing this question. We look at the individual 
child's development of skills in small and 
large motor skills, Cognitive skills, communi-
cation skills and personal-social skills. I also 
encourage parents to consider how their 
child will do in a full day Kindergarten. ISD 
622 is a 5 day full day program. Children 
must be 5 before September 1st, 2010 to 
register for school. Kindergarten classes are 
usually 25 children with 1 teacher. If parent 
have questions about their childôs readiness 
I encourage you to set up a conference with  
your childôs Preschool teacher. 

Sight & Hearing Testing  
 
On Thursday Feb. 18th the Minnesota Sight 
& Hearing Association will be testing all of 
our preschool age children. Each child will 
receive a written evaluation form in their mail 
box. Parents need to sign a permission slip 
before the 18th. There is no cost to parents 
for this service. CMCCF covers the cost of 
this testing.
